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What os Different This Year ?

Registration is in the Lower Pavilion from 3:00 pm. until 5:00 on Monday, the same as last year but a change from previous years. Ghost Ranch is unable to guarantee
access to rooms before 3:00 pm, so please do not attempt to register prior to that time.

If you are tent camping, you may arrive earlier in the afternoon, proceed directly to the campground, select a site, check in with the campground host, and then return
to the Lower Pavilion to complete your registration between 3:00 and 5:00..

Due to the increased numbers of RV/trailer campers requiring larger spots and hookups, we have changed our procedures for RV/trailer check-in. A limited number of
RV/trailer sites are available, and they will be assigned in advance based on the information you provide on your registration form. RV/trailer campers please arrive as
close to 3;00 as possible and proceed directly to the RV area of the campground, where a WUULF board or staff member will meet you and direct you to your
assigned site. Late arrivals are very difficult for all of us (including you!) so please plan accordingly. If you cannot arrive until 5:00 p.m. or later, please contact the
WUULF registrar, Jane Everham, at jeverham@frii.com by June 1% to discuss your situation.

All WUULF attendees must attend the Opening Circle and Orientation meeting on Monday night! We go over a lot of important information at this gathering and all
participants, including children, need to attend. You will receive a one-time-use meal ticket for Monday night supper when you register and you will receive your meal
ticket for the remainder of the week at the Orientation meeting.
